What will you be learning about?

During this topic we will be examining Slavery, before turning our attention to the Empire next half
term.

Then we learn about Transatlantic Slavery, including what life was like for
enslaved people and how they resisted and rebelled. Then, we will understand why slavery was
abolished in England.
